“The True Lion King” Revelation 5:1-14

God allowed John to see behind the curtain and to report his vision of the future to us. 
The scroll that John sees is the title deed to all the earth. God intended for His people to 
inhabit this earth and to be in control of it, but Satan usurped man. Satan took it from the 
first Adam and now a perfectly righteous “Second Adam” has taken it back. This scroll 
that John sees is the official document that will determine the outcome of human history. 
There is only one who has the power and the might and the ability to take this scroll, open 
it, and take title deed to all the earth. It is the real “Lion King,” none other than Jesus Christ 
as the Lamb of God, who paid for our sins on the cross. 
 

TEACHING POINTS 
 
POINT ONE – Our lives cannot grasp everything that affects us; much more goes on in 
the spiritual world. 
 
POINT TWO – The Revelation Lion is worthy because of His sacrifice as the Lamb of God. 
 
POINT THREE – All creation will worship the Lamb of God.

THIS WEEK’S MAIN VERSE 
 
“Stop weeping! Look, the Lion of the tribe of Judah, the heir to David’s throne, has won 
the victory. He is worthy to open the scroll and its seven seals.” (Revelation 5:5b NLT). 
 

ACTION POINT 
 
Men mocked Jesus’ humility, but He will be praised for His strength. He was butchered 
like a Lamb, but He will receive the honor of a mighty King. He was rejected in shame, but 
He will be celebrated in glory by the whole universe. He became a curse for the sinner, 
but He will receive much more honor above that given to a saint. Know that the Lord 
Jesus desires our worship, our witness, our service, and our fellowship. God made us to 
serve Him, glorify Him, and to praise Him. He deserves our praise, for He alone is worthy. 
He is the true Lion King, heavens above the Disney figure. Why not begin worshipping 
Him now as it will miraculously complete you when worshipping the King of Kings? 
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
