“America in the Bible” Isaiah 5:1-7 (c.f. Matthew 21:33-41,43)

Since America became a nation, Bible scholars and students have wondered if America is 
mentioned anywhere in the Bible, but more specifically in the verses that cover end-time 
prophecies. I believe from world events and Biblical prophecy that we are entering into the end 
times. All I can say in this short talk is that being so close to the end times, Jesus may be 
coming back soon. So we ask, can America be found in the Bible? I’ll give you an answer that 
is probably about as clear as mud – Yes and No.

TEACHING POINTS 
 

POINT ONE – “Not physically,” if you are looking for a clear example or reference to the United 
States of America in Bible prophecy, you won’t find it. There is no verse or reference that you 
can point to and “clearly” say that God is talking about the United States. 

POINT TWO – “Yes, spiritually,” if you are looking at how spiritually connected the two nations 
America and Israel really are. What we can do is trace our spiritual heritage. America’s spiritual 
heritage existed long before our physical nation ever did. Our Christian heritage can be traced 
back to Christ, Himself. No other nation on earth can claim the rich Christian heritage that we 
can. 

POINT THREE – Most scholars believe about the “nation” or people mentioned in Matthew 
21:33-43 that Jesus is speaking about, is the Church, the Body of Christ. When the workers in 
the vineyard killed the Son, (whom we know as Jesus), the vineyard was given over to others. 
In doing so, God raised up Gentiles to carry the Gospel of Christ to the nations of the earth 
after Christ’s death was approved by the religious Jews. 

 
THIS WEEK’S MEMORY VERSE 

 
I tell you, the Kingdom of God will be taken away from you and given to a nation that will 
produce the proper fruit (Matthew 21:43).  

 
ACTION POINT 

Isn’t it interesting that America is the only nation that can claim to have been founded on 
Christian principles? It has spread the Gospel across the planet more than any other nation. 
We are also the only nation in the world that can trace its origins and prophetic patterns to 
Israel. I conjecture that America, the superpower, will not exist in the last days, because our 
work will be done, our spiritual privileges will be returned to Israel, and the Church will go home 
to meet their Savior in the air. Let us in the meantime pray for the revival of America. Let us 
take seriously our duties as Christians to spread the Gospel and to revive the Church.  
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
